Dollars conditioned for the payment of all damages which may be caused to a person (s) or to property by reason of the display so permitted and arising from any action of the permtiee, its agents, employees, contractors or subcontractors.  Such bond shall run the Town of Orangetown and shall be for the use and benefit of any person (s) or any 

Owner (s) of any property so injured or damaged and such bond shall provide that such person (s) shall have the right to maintain an action thereon which right action shall also acrue to their heirs, executors, administrators, successors or assigns.  In lien of the bond an indemnity insurance policy of the same coverage and containing the same terms and conditions as the bond will be accepted. The application for the permit must be made at least five (5) days in advance of the display.

APPLICATION FOR PUBLIC FIREWORKS DISPLAY
Applications for a public Fireworks Display are made pursuant to Sections:

15.89 through 15.84 of the Code of the Town of Orangetown and Article 405 of the Penal Law of the State of New York and must be filed in the office of the Town Clerk at least thirty (30) days before the date of the display.

In addition to the Application, a diagram of the grounds on which display is to be held, must be submitted with the enclosed application.  This diagram must show the following:


A)
The point at which the fireworks are to be discharged.


B)
The location of all buildings, highways and other lines of communication.


C)
The lands behind which the audience will be restrained.


D)
The location of all nearby trees, telephone lines, power lines, or other



overhead obstructions.

Article 405 of the Penal Law provides, among other things, for the following:


A)
The actual point at which fireworks are to be fired shall be at least 200 feet  
 


from the nearest permanent building, public highways, railroad or other



Means of  travel.


B)  
This actual point shall be a least 50 feet from the nearest above – ground



utility lines, trees or other overhead obstruction.


C)   
The audience shall be restrained at least 50 feet from the point at which the



fireworks are discharged and that only persons (at least (2) two) in active



charge of the display shall be allowed inside these lines.


D)  
That all the fireworks that fire projectile shall be so set up that the projectile



will go into the air as nearly as possible in a vertical direction, unless such



fireworks are to be fired from the shore of a lake or larger body of water, when they 



may be directed in such manner that the falling residue from the deflagration will



fall into such lake or body of water.


E)
That no fireworks display shall be held during any wind storm in which the wind 



reaches a velocity of more than thirty (30) miles per hour.


F)
That at least two (2) soda – acid or other approved type of fire extinguishers of at

least two and one half (2-1/2) gallons capacity each shall be kept as widely separated points as possible within the actual area of the display.

BONDS:  
Under the provisions of Article 405 of the Penal Law of the State of New York, a minimum bond in the amount of $500.00 running in favor of the Town of Orangetown shall be filed after the application has been approved by the Town Fire Inspector.  The Maximum face amount of such bond shall be determined and based on the recommendation of the Town Fire Inspector.
