Joan Colonine , Tappan , questioned whether the Adult/Senior Housing was fo r Orangetown 
residents only . 
Mary McCloskey, Blauvelt , she has been askin g for Adult/Senior Housing fo r the las t fiv e years . 
Stressed the importance of patio homes fo r Adult/Senior Housing, whic h woul d allow seniors t o 
remain close to family, friends and doctors. Thi s would also allow seniors t o stay in th e 
community the y raise d thei r families in . 
Donald Brenner, attorney , requested the Town Boar d to review the legalit y of the bonus concept 
regarding builders. Secon d please look at the front, sides and rear yards parameters and 
affordability i n th e community. 
Miriam Beckerle , Pear l River , read statement regarding Adult/Senior Housing. Sh e feel s 
individuals should determine the cost. I t should not be assumed that we are blu e color workers. 
Fran Oldenburger , Blauvel t is concerned about development vs. wate r resources. Sh e is agains t 
down zoning . 
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Ron Beckerle, Pearl River , feel s al l the check's and balances are in place , request s the Town 
Board to pas s Adult/Senior Housing quickly.
