3. FLACE 4" OF TOPSOIL ON ALL LAWN AREAS AND ALL AREA NOT FPAVED OR BUILT UPON.

4. FPLANT FITS SHALL BE 36" WIDER FOR TREES (MINIMUM OF TWO TIMES ROOT BALL DIAMETER) AND 24"
WIDER FOR SHRUBS AND &" DEEFER THAN THE ROOT BALL. SET PLANTS AT SAME LEVEL AS ORIGINALLY
GROWN ON BASE OF UNDISTURBED SOIL. THE TRUNK FLARE AND ROOT COLLAR SHALL BE VISIBLE AT
