The Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag was led by Charlotte Madigan, Town cierK 

Supervisor Kleiner announced there will be a September 11 Memoria l a t 10:3 0 a.m. an d a 
Candlelight Vigil a t 7:30 p.m. a t Town Hall Lawn. 
Supervisor Kleiner along with the Town Board discussed the following issues regarding 
RPC property. Ther e are concerns that the pool wil l no t be opened in time for the summer 
and should they consider a partial seasona l opening. A  further discussion wil l take place 
regarding a boardwalk over the wetlands. Futur e discussions are also planned with 
Saccardi &  Schiff, Inc . wit h regards to the Master Plan. 
The Collins property will b e discussed during the public portion. 

Public Portion 
Jeff Berman, Blauvelt , spokesman fo r the Open Space Committee, i n favor of the purchase 
of the Collins property . 
Councilman Fisher, expressed support of the purchase of the Collins property. 
Fred Devan, Piermont Trustee, i n favor of the purchase of the Collins property and gave a 
breakdown of the cost to the Town. 
Joan Gussow , Piermont Trustee, in favo r of the purchase of the Collins property . 
Vince O'Brien, Piermont Trustee, expressed that the Collins property is par t of the 
watershed and crucial t o the welfar e of Orangetown. 
Elyse Knight, commented that it is very important in sustainin g the Beauty of Orangetown. 
We should keep this Beauty for future generations . 
Kevin Jersey, Nyack, spoke about a police incident, June 13 , 2002, where a dog was shot. 
Brian Aitchison , Tappan, ver y in favor of the purchase of the Collins property . 
Bill Bosley, requested the minutes of the Swearing in Ceremony of Mr. Rossi an d Mr. 
lurica appointments . 
Ellen McCarty, Tappan, spoke about the retaining wall , questioned if the plantings on her 
property are completed and if the Town wil l maintain . Ha s she received copies of all 
inspection reports ? 
Jim Previdi , Bardonia, in suppor t of the purchase of the Collins property. 
Mary McCloskey, Blauvelt, commented that the Open Space Committee is doing a great 
job. However , she is against the purchase of the Collins property because of the tax 
burden. Ms . McCloskey is concerned that Adult/Housing is not being addressed and that 
light industry at RPC would help lighten the burden o f tax increases . 
J. Peter Schuerholz, Tappan, i n favo r of the purchase of the Collins property . 
Jean Thompson, Nyack, ha s a small busines s and enjoys Orangetown. Sh e is in favor of 
the purchase of the Collins property . 
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Watson Morgan, Blauvell, on the open space committee. Say s the Collins property is a 
sanctuary we should keep. 
Dawn Nostrand Finn, Blauvelt, concurs that this is a commitment that must be met, in 
favor of the purchase of the Collins property . 
John W Murphy, Pearl River , concerned of retail stores being open 24 hours, seven days a 
week. H e is against the stores being opened 24 hours, seven days a  week. 
Larry Vail, Tappan, in favor of this purchase which wil l kee p the Collins property as open 
space and if a developer acquires this property it will cause the school budge t to go up . 
Jonathan Howard , Orangeburg, i n favo r of the purchase of the Collins property but 
concerned that i t wil l negativel y effect wate r supply. 
Sara Tucker, Piermont, Pres of South Orangetown School District , i f homes are to be buil t 
on the Collins property, consider the capacity of the schools. 
Paul Kubarych , Tappan, in favor of open space, the purchase of the Collins property and 
believes we should procure this property. 
Carol Silverstein , Orangeburg , i s agains t the purchase of the Collins property because of 
fiscal cos t to the Town. W e are presently paying off a series of Bonds. 
Judy Goodrich, Upper Grandview, the Collins property is a  jewel piec e of property. W e 
should purchase and believes the sacrifice of the payers would be well wort h it . 
Gina Ironside, Tappan, purchase of the Collins property fits i n with ou r Master Plan. 
Residential developmen t wil l cost more than the purchase. 
Betsy Brenner, Orangeburg , questioned if there i s a  firm guarante e regarding money from 
Rockland County. Sh e is concerned that the amount of taxes paid presently would come off 
the tax roll . Sh e also commented that if the property is zoned R-80 then only 1 4 homes 
could be added. 
Donald Brenner, Orangeburg, wants the right to answer certain statements. Presentl y 
Orangetown has over 2000 acres of open space . Th e 42 acres of the Collins property will 
only permit 1 4 homes to be built; tax relief will be realized if homes are built. H e disagrees 
with statements made regarding water, taxes, utilities and the cost new homes would incur. 
Rudolf Homer, commented these properties are timeless . Fortunatel y people of means 
purchase certain land s that we enjoy in Rockland County. Lo w percentage rates make 
these purchases possible. W e must be visionary and purchase the Collins property. 
Phil Nicholas , representative from The Trust for Public Land, help s municipalities purchase 
(contractual issues ) and obtain open space . H e commented that the 9/17 estate appraisal 
will ris e substantiall y more i f purchased by a  developer. H e recommended intensive 
lobbying to the State to help with purchase. H e also commented that there is an excellent 
chance of extending the option i f funding is i n place . 
A long discussion took place between the members of the Town Board and feel tha t a 
stronger commitment by the County and the State should be obtained before going any 
further with thi s purchase . Al l member s of the Town Board were supportive of this 
purchase but have grave reservations that the cost would be too much fo r the taxpayers to 
bear.

WHEREAS, the New York Legislature and the Governor have made i t a top 
priority to make our streets safer by toughening DWI laws; an d 

WHEREAS, tougher laws wil l sav e lives and prevent future tragedies from taking 
place; and

WHEREAS, New York State legislator s have recognized the need for further 
legislation to close various loopholes in the criminal justice system that presently allows 
many DWI criminals to receive reduced or no jail time , and otherwise to not be properly 
dealt with by the criminal justice system; and 

WHDEREAS, the proposed "Pena-Herrera DWI Omnibus Bill" (Senate Law S. 4869) 
and would amend various New York laws to provide as follows: 

• Allo w for consecutive sentences i f more than one person i s injure d or killed 
as a  result of a single criminal act . 

• Increas e penalties fo r first-degree Vehicula r Manslaughter from a  Class C 
felony, punishable by up to 1 5 years in prison, to a Class B felony, 
punishable by up to 25 year s in prison, and increase penalties for second-
degree Vehicular Manslaughter from a  Class D felony, punishable by up to 
7 years in prison, to a Class C felony, punishable by up to 1 5 years in prison. 

• Remov e the requirement under current law tha t prosecutors prove criminal 
negligence when prosecuting cases o f Vehicular Manslaughter in th e Second 
Degree and Vehicular Assault in the Second Degree for causing death or 
serious physical injur y while driving in a n intoxicate d condition. 

• Creat e a new Class B felony crime, punishable by up to 25 year s in prison, 
committed when a  person operate s a  vehicle in violation o f the speed limit , 
knowing he or she is bein g pursued by a police officer , an d thereby causes 
the death  o f another person. 

• Creat e a new Class C felony crime, punishable by up to 1 5 years in prison, 
committed when a  person operate s a  vehicle in violation o f the speed limit, 
knowing he or she is being pursued by a police officer, an d causes serious 
physical injur y to anothe r person. 

• Eve n the scales of justice by extending to the prosecution the right to appeal 
bail decisions , comparable to the right long enjoyed by defendants. Federa l 
prosecutors and most other state prosecutors have this right . 

• Creat e a  new crime. Aggravated DWI, fo r those driving with blood alcohol 
content of .20 or more, a s an E Felony subject to a maximum of four year in 
prison. 

• Creat e a new crime, driving while ability impaired by alcohol an d drugs, to 
recognize that motorists who ingest both substances pose at leas t the same 
risk a s those who take only alcohol or only drugs, but not both. 

WHEREAS, the New York State Senate has overwhelmingly passed this bill ; and 

WHEREAS, the Multi Service s Committee has met, considered and by a 
unanimous vote approved this resolution, now therefore be i t 

RESOLVED, tha t The Town of Orangetown Town Board requests the New York 
State Assembly to pass "Pena-Herrera DWI Omnibus Bill" (Senate Law S. 4869) an act to 
amend the Vehicle and Traffic Law, in relation to driving while intoxicated and to 
suspensions of licenses pending prosecution o f certain alcohol-relate d charges, restriction s 
on the reissuance of licenses, providing hospital records to courts and aggravated driving 
while intoxicated; to amend the Penal Law, in relation to vehicular assault in the second 
degree, vehicula r assault in the first degree, vehicula r manslaughter in the second degree, 
vehicular manslaughter in the first degree, an d concurrent an d consecutive sentences; to 
amend the Criminal Procedure Law, in relation to review of bail an d recognizance 
determinations, and the setting and revoking of bail; t o amend the Environmental 
Conservation Law, in relation t o chemical analysi s of breath relating to hunting while 
intoxicated; and to amend the Public Health Law, in relation to chemical analysi s of breath
